could only have incurred a penalty stroke if you had actually lifted your ball before B

asked you to (in any reasonabl e manne+) or i f

under Rule 18-2(i) for lifting your ball without authority.

ALL READERS, PLEASE NOTE: Although C was wrong on this occasion, he thought
he was right so did the right thing by informing A. All players are responsible for
knowing the Rules (Rule 6-1). In order to protect the interests of every other player in a
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stroke play competi t i ocompetiors and othencenpeatitorswill, t hat f
in a timely manner, bring to I|Iight a player’ ¢
notifying the player, his marker or the Committee.

Indeed, in some circumstances it would be appropriate for the Committee to impose a
penalty of disqualification under Rule 33-7 on a fellow-competitor or another competitor
if it is apparent that he has failed to advise the player, his marker or the Committee of a

Rules breach with the clear intention of allowing the player to return an incorrect score
(Decision 33-7/9* confirms).
